      2.  Reporting authority faxes court order and Probationer Data Sheet to RSS, once                     available to  1-828-883-4402. 




RSS will:

i. Set appointment with offender and install CAM.
ii. Provide Installation Documentation to noted reporting authority.
iii. Provide monthly compliance reports 
iv. Provide notarized documentation of confirmed CAM violations within 24 hours of confirmation– including consumption and tampers lasting 8 hours or more.  Failure to transmit data is discussed with noted reporting authority.
v. Provide completion reports.
Applications

1. Family intervention

· Helps isolate alcohol consumption relative to domestic violence and child abuse

2. DSS/Child custody

· Assessment tool supporting reunification or visitation rights

3. DWI and other alcohol related offenses:

· Condition of Pretrial release- Ensures sobriety during pre-trial period, supports community safety

·      Probationary condition:

· 24/7 supervision specific to the cause of the infraction

· Appropriate sanction for alcohol related crime

Condition of Work Release

· Facilitates offender support of family, payment of restitution, and court fees while otherwise detained 

4. Treatment aid and accountability:

· Assessment tool to determine client’s level of alcohol dependence

· Accountability  component of treatment program
